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Our Meeting in July

The Heritage Collections of Salisbury Cathedral

The Cathedral from which our local u3a takes its name was the subject of the Spire
u3a monthly meeting in July. Archivist Emily Naish treated us all, packed into the Memorial
Hall, to the premiere of this new presentation.

We heard not just about ancient charters on parchment but how all sorts of items - archive
documents, the accumulated library and all manner of objects (some predating the present
cathedral) comprise the ‘stuff’ that tells the detailed story of this massive building in our
midst.

That story ranged from the original ambitious project to build, through the many changes
prompted by the religious landscape over the centuries and the contemporary challenges
of preserving the irreplaceable.

The talk referred to internal fixtures, fittings and decoration, small archaeological finds,
embroidery from opus anglicanum to the 1980s and medieval inventories. Study of these
things reveals how much has been lost - jewels, the Skidmore screen and vast numbers of
relics.

Emily took her theme, ‘let us count our stock’, from a Stoppard drama. And that sums up
her task very well; properly understanding what is there, what can be learnt from it and
how it fits in to the modern context of a fully functioning visitor attraction and place of
worship.

Visiting the Cathedral Library & Archives

Having heard Emily many members indicated that they would appreciate the chance to
see some of the Library and Archive. Chris Hayman has kindly been investigating the
possibility of Spire members following up Emily’s talk with a visit. Specialist tours of the
library alone normally cost £25. For a group of 8 we have been offered the chance to see
something of both the library and archive for £22.50 per person.

Because of other activity in the cathedral the dates available are not likely to be until the
new year.

there is an exhibition in the library celebrating 800 years since the completion of the
East End of the cathedral.

In September 1225, the East End of Salisbury Cathedral was finished — the beginning of a
medieval masterpiece. At the first service, Bishop Richard Poore dedicated three altars
with the Archbishop of Canterbury Stephen Langton and King Henry Il later joining the
celebrations. Saint Osmund’s shrine was built here in the 15th century, although later
destroyed in the Reformation, and in 1980, the spectacular Prisoners of Conscience
Window was installed, designed by Gabriel Loire and unveiled by violinist Yehudi Menuhin.
This mini exhibition held in the Cathedral Library includes ancient documents and other
treasures from the Cathedral’s archive, library and historic objects collections from the
medieval period to more recent times.

This exhibition is included with a general admission ticket to Salisbury Cathedral at no
additional cost but you may need to book first through the cathedral website and join a
gueue to negotiate the 37 step stone spiral staircase, if the cathedral is busy.
